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The idea was to create a building
representative of its content, and
which shows it off to jts best
advantage. The building was to
be both cultural and recreational,
with a maximum amount of
interdependence, to break away
from the generally austere image
of museums, by imagining an
attractive location making one
wish to live in the present the
historic moments of the Tunisian
